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Paris, Tokyo, Akdeniz, Hint Okyanusu ve Karadeniz dahil tim Liman
Devieti Kontroli Memorandumlarinin ortaklasa diizenleyecegi;
vardiyalarda gorevli personelin STCW’78 Konvansiyonu geregi (Manila
dgisiklikleri dahil), istirahat siirelerine uygunlugunu kontrol etmek
amaciyla bir yogunlastiriimis denetim kampanyasi baslatacaktir. Bu
kampanya 3 ay sitrecek ve 1 Eylul 2014°te baslayip 30 Kasim 2014’'te
sona erecektir.

Yogunlastiriimis denetim kampanyasi kapsaminda, giiverte ve makine dairesi
vardiyacilarinin istirahat streleri detayli olarak denetlenecektir.

Bu amacla denetciler, Gemiadamlari Donatiminda Asgari Emniyet Belgesi'ne ve
istirahat slreleri kayitlarina odaklanan, 10 maddeyi iceren kontrol listesi
kullanacaklardir. Bunlara ilaveten; vardiya dizeni, Gemiadamlari Donatiminda
Asgari Emniyet Belgesi’nin makina zabiti icermesi ve geminin otomasyon
sistemine sahip olmasina iliskin bilgileri kaydedecektir.

Kontrol listesinin bir kopyasi Tiirkce ve Ingilizce olarak bu linkten indirilebilir.

Eger eksiklikler bulunur ise, liman devleti denetgileri, eksikliklerin giderilmesi
icin Kaptana belirli sure icin talimat vermek veya eksiklikler giderilinceye kadar
gemilerin tutulmasina kadar varan dnlemler alabileceklerdir.
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Authorities of the Paris, Black Sea, Mediterranean, Indian and Tokyo
MoU on Port State Control will launch a joint Concentrated Inspection
Campaign (CIC) with the purpose to establish that watchkeeping
personnel are meeting the requirements regarding hours of rest as per
STCW 78 as amended (including the Manila amendments).

This inspection campaign will be held for three months, commencing from 1
September 2014 and ending on 30 November 2014.

The deck and engine room watchkeepers’ hours of rest will be verified in more
detail for compliance with the mentioned scope of the CIC during a regular Port
State Control inspection.

Port State Control Officers (PSCOs) will use a list of 10 selected items to
establish that watchkeeping personnel are meeting the requirements regarding
hours of rest, focusing attention on the Minimum Safe Manning Document
(MSMD) and records of rest. In addition information will be gathered on the
watch system, whether the MSMD requires an Engineer officer and whether the
ship is designated UMS (Periodically Unattended Machinery Space).

PSCOs will be guided by a questionnaire listing a number of items to be covered
during this concentrated inspection which may be downloaded from this link in
Turkish and in English.

When deficiencies are found, actions by the port State may vary from recording
a deficiency and instructing the master to rectify it within a certain period to
detaining the ship until serious deficiencies have been rectified.
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
