(BWM Sozlesmesi) 8 Eylul 2016 tarihinde Finlandiya’nin kabullyle anlasmaya taraf
devletlerin toplam tonaji 52 taraf Ulkeyle diinya ticaret filosunun 35.1441% olmustur.
BWM Sozlesmesi dlinya ticaret filosunun en az 35% gros tonajina sahip, en az 30 Ulkenin
taraf oldugu tarihten on iki ay sonra yururlidge girmelidir, bu sebeple BWM Sozlesmesi 8
Eylal 2017'de yurlrlige girecektir.

S6zlesme geredi blatin gemiler balast suyu performans standartlarina (D-2) 8 Eylil 2017
sonrasindaki ilk IOPP’ye bagh yenileme s6rveyinde uyum saglamalidir. Gemiler D-2
standartlarini saglayana kadar balast suyu yo6netimini en azindan balast suyunu
dedistirme standartlarini (D-1) karsilayarak yapmaldir. Her bir gemi Balast Suyu
Yonetim planini gemide bulundurmali ve uygulamahdir. Bu plan (G4) Balast Suyu
Yonetimi ve Balast Suyu YoOnetim Plani Hazirlama Kilavuzuna uygun olarak
onaylanmaldir. Karar A.868(20)'ye uygun olarak onaylanmis Balast Suyu Yonetim
Planlari balast suyu yonetim sistemi teghizi sebebiyle planin revizyonu gerekene kadar
gecerliligi devam etmelidir. Ayrica her bir gemi balast suyu kayit defteri tutmali, her
seferde balast suyu dedisimi yaparak (ya da onayl balast suyu aritma sistemi kullanip
aritarak) balast sularini yénetmelidir ve baslangic sérveyi yapilmali ve Uluslararasi Balast
Suyu Yonetim Sertifikasl yayinlanmalidir.

RNz Convention for the Control and Management of Ships' Ballast Water and Sediments
(BWM Convention) brings the combined tonnage of contracting States to the treaty to
35.1441%, with 52 contracting Parties. As the BWM Convention shall enter into force
twelve months after the date on which not less than 30 States, the combined merchant
fleets of which constitute not less than 35 percent of the gross tonnage of the world's
merchant shipping, the BWM Convention will enter into force on 8 September 2017.

Entry into Force of Ballast Water Management Convention

According to the Convention all ships shall comply with ballast water performance
standards (D-2) on first IOPP renewal survey after 8 September 2017. Ships must
conduct ballast water management that at least meets the ballast water exchange
standard (D-1) until meet the D-2 standards. Each ship shall have on board and
implement a Ballast Water Management plan. This plan should be approved in
accordance with (G4) Guidelines for Ballast Water Management and Development of
Ballast Water Management Plans. The Ballast Water Management Plans, approved in
accordance with resolution A.868(20), should remain valid until they require revision due
to the installation of a ballast water management system. Each ship shall also, maintain
a ballast water record book, manage their ballast water on every voyage by performing
ballast water exchange (or by treating it using an approved ballast water treatment
system), and undertake an initial survey and be issued with an International Ballast
Water Management Certificate.
