Alt Komite, Oturumlararasi Yazisma Grubunun Dinya Capinda Liman Devleti Kontroli (PSC)
Faaliyetlerini ve Prosedirlerini Uyumlastirmak 1Icin Onlemler hakkindaki raporunu
dederlendirmistir. Oturum sirasinda Taslak Grubu kurulmus ve Alt Komite, Taslak Grubunun
mevcut zamanin sinirli olmasi nedeniyle sadece ¢éziime kavusturulmamis konulari ele aldigini
kaydetmis ve bu nedenle 2021 tarihli liman devleti kontrolline iliskin Prosedlrlerde yapilan
degisikliklerin (Res. A.1155(32)) kabul edilmek lizere A 33’e dogrudan sunulmasindan 6nce
tamamlanmasi gerektigini goz Onlinde tutarak, Yazisma Grubunun yeniden kurulmasini
tavsiye etmistir.

HARMONIZE SORVEY VE SERTIFIKASYON SISTEMI (HSSC) KAPSAMINDA
GUNCELLENMIS SORVEY KILAVUZU

Alt Komite, HSSC kapsaminda sorvey kilavuzu, kapsamli olmayan yutkimlultkler listesi ve
uzaktan sorveyler, denetimler ve dogrulamalar hakkinda kilavuza iliskin Calisma Grubunu
olusturmustur. Calisma grubunun raporu dederlendiriimis ve asadidaki konular
gorustlmustir:
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HSSC kapsaminda Sorvey Kilavuzunun giincellenme siireci

Alt Komite, Komitelere, MSC 78 ve MEPC 39 tarafindan kabul edilen ve III Alt Komitesinin
incelemeyi koordine etmesi gerektigi yonindeki metodolojiyi yeniden onaylamalarini tavsiye
etmistir. BOylece, bir yasal dokiimanda, Soérvey Kilavuzunda sonug olarak dedisiklik
yapilmasini gerektiren bir dedisim kabul edildiginde, s6rvey kilavuzuna iliskin degisiklik
taslaklari, dedisikligin yurarlige girmesinden 6nce Alt Komite tarafindan “Harmonize Sérvey
ve Sertifikasyon Sistemi Kapsaminda Glincellenmis Soérvey Kilavuzu” baslikh sirekli madde
kapsaminda gelistirilebilecektir.

AFS 2001 kapsaminda sorvey ve sertifikasyon

Alt Komite, yetkilendirilmis kuruluslar tarafindan anti-fouling boya Urlnlerine y6nelik tip onayi
programlarina iliskin cekincelerini dederlendirmistir. Uygulamada, anti-fouling boyalarin 6n
yeterlilikleri, denizcilik endUstrisi lzerinde karisikliklara yol acmakta ve gereksiz blrokratik ve
maliyetli bir yike neden olmaktaydi.

Alt Komite, Sorvey Kilavuzunda yapilan dedisiklik taslaginin, 31 Aralik 2023 (dahil) tarhine
kadar yurtrluge girecek ilgili IMO dokimanlarindaki dedisikliklerden kaynaklanan gereklilikleri
icerecek sekilde, Sorvey Kilavuzunda vyapilacak dedisiklik taslaginin III 9'a sunulmasi
amaciyla, Komitelerin onayina tabi olarak, A 33’e konsolide formda dogrudan sunulmadan
once daha da gelistirilmesi gerektigi konusunda anlasmaya varmistir.

Alt Komite, uzaktan sorveyler, ISM denetimleri ve ISPS dodrulamalar ile ilgili ilkelerin,
terminolojinin, normal ve oladanlsti (micbir sebep) durumlarda uygulama kapsaminin,
uygunlugun, esdederlik kosullarinin ve ortak alanlarin 6nemini ve HSSC kapsaminda sorvey
kilavuzunda dedisiklik yapilmasinin aciliyetini kabul etmistir.

sirklleri hazirlamak Uzere oturumlar arasi calismasi talimatini vermistir. Yazisma Grubu
ayrica mimkun oldugu durumlarda risk bazh bir yaklasim da dahil olmak Gzere MARPOL Ek
V’in uygulamasinin arttirilmasina yonelik teklifleri dederlendirmek ve PSC prosedirlerinde
degisiklik taslagi hazirlamanin uygun olup olmadigini dederlendirmekle gérevlendirilmistir.

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The seventh session of the IMO Sub-Committee on Implementation of IMO Instrument (111 8)
was held remotely from 25 to 29 July 2022. Decisions and discussions have been summarized
hereunder.

LESSONS LEARNED AND SAFETY ISSUES IDENTIFIED FROM THE ANALYSIS OF
MARINE SAFETY INVESTIGATION REPORTS

The Sub-Committee discussed report of correspondence group containing information based
on the analysis of the 33 marine casualties and incidents. The Sub-Committee noted the
concerns raised by the investigation of the MSC Zoe and instructed the Correspondence
Group to be established, to develop a proposal for a new output for preventing loss of
containers at sea. Also following safety issues were inclueded:

e Occupational accidents - falls from height; the Sub Committee instructed the
Correspondence Group to be established, to develop a proposal for a new output on
guidelines addressing the identified safety issues of seafarers exposed to risk of falls
from height (including, but not limited to, access to and egress from the location
where the work will be conducted, working from height and work over the side)

e Man overboard from fishing vessels; the Sub-Committee invited the Sub-Committee
on Navigation, Communications, Search and Rescue (NCSR), the Sub-Committee on
Ship Systems and Equipment (SSE) and HTW Sub-Committee to note the analysis on
the safety issues resulting in man overboard from fishing vessels in relation to the
use of personal flotation devices (PFDs) and possible application of the existing
technology such as SART.

e Pilot ladder-related safety issues including associated boarding arrangements. MSC
was invited to note the detailed analysis on the matter when considering a proposed
new output to amend SOLAS regulation V/23 and associated instruments to improve
the safety of pilot transfer arrangements.

MEASURES TO HARMONIZE PORT STATE CONTROL (PSC) ACTIVITIES AND
PROCEDURES WORLDWIDE

The Sub-Committee considered the report of the intersessional Correspondence Group on
Measures to Harmonize Port State Control (PSC) Activities and Procedures Worldwide. The
Drafting Group was established during the session and the Sub-Committee noted that the
Drafting Group considered only the outstanding issues due to the limited time available and
therefore recommended the re-establishment of the Correspondence Group, bearing in mind
that the amendments to the Procedures for port State control, 2021 (resolution A.1155(32))
needed to be finalized prior to potential direct submission to A 33 for adoption.

UPDATED SURVEY GUIDELINES UNDER THE HARMONIZED SYSTEM OF SURVEY AND
CERTIFICATION (HSSC)

The Sub-Committee established the Working Group on the Survey Guidelines under the
HSSC, the Non-exhaustive List of Obligations, and the Guidance on Remote Surveys, Audits
and Verifications. The report of the working group was considered and following matters
disussed:

Process of updating the Survey Guidelines under HSSC
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The Sub-Committee recommended the Committees to re-affirm the methodology agreed by
MSC 78 and MEPC 49 that the IlIl Sub-Committee should coordinate the review so that
whenever an amendment to a statutory instrument was adopted which entailed consequential
amendments to the Survey Guidelines, draft amendments to the Survey Guidelines should be
developed by the Sub-Committee under its continuous item on "Updated Survey Guidelines
under the Harmonized System of Survey and Certification (HSSC)" before the entry into force
of the amendments.

Definition of UNSP barges

Following discussion in the plenary the Sub-Committee concurred with the Group’s decision
that no further action was required and that MEPC 79 be advised accordingly.

Survey and certification under AFS 2001

The Sub-Committee considered concerns over the type-approval schemes for anti-fouling
paint products by recognized organizations and in practice, such pre-qualification of anti-
fouling paints was causing confusion and an unnecessary bureaucratic and costly burden on
the marine industry.

Consequently, the Sub-Committee confirmed that under the AFS Convention there was no
such a requirement for type-approval as pre-qualification for anti-fouling paint products for
issuance of International Anti-fouling System Certificates, though it should be at the
discretion of the Administration to decide if more than what was required under the
provisions of the Convention was needed.

Amendments to the Survey Guidelines under the HSSC

The Sub-Committee noted that, due to time constraints, the Working Group was unable to
review the draft amendments to the Survey Guidelines under the Harmonized System of
Survey and Certification (HSSC), 2021.

The Sub-Committee agreed that the draft amendments to the Survey Guidelines needed to be
further developed to include the requirements deriving from amendments to relevant IMO
instruments entering into force up to and including 31 December 2023, with a view to
submission of draft amendments to Ill 9 for finalization prior to potential direct submission in
the consolidated form to A 33 for adoption, subject to approval by the Committees.

NON-EXHAUSTIVE LIST OF OBLIGATIONS UNDER INSTRUMENTS RELEVANT TO THE
IMO INSTRUMENTS IMPLEMENTATION CODE (I11 CODE)

The proposals on this agenda item was considered by the Working Group on the Survey
Guidelines under the HSSC, the Non-exhaustive List of Obligations, and the Guidance on
Remote Surveys, Audits and Verifications.

Obligations related to the STCW Convention and Code

The Working Group had considered the items related to the STCW Convention and Code
contained in the 2021 Non-exhaustive list as well as the mandatory requirements in the
STCW Convention and the STCW Code, in order to clarify the purpose and scope of the IMSAS
audit. The Sub-Committee agreed that the purpose of the Non-exhaustive list of obligations
was to support implementation of IMO Member State Audit Scheme (IMSAS) by providing
guidance on the implementation and enforcement of the mandatory IMO instruments, in
particular concerning the identification of auditable areas relevant to IMSAS, as provided in
mandatory provisions of relevant IMO instruments.

Amendments to the Non-exhaustive list of obligations

The Sub-Committee agreed that the draft amendments to the 2021 Non-exhaustive list of
obligations under instruments relevant to the IMO Instruments Implementation Code
(resolution A.1157 (32)) needed to be further developed to include the provisions deriving
from relevant amendments to mandatory IMO instruments entering into force up to and
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including 1 July 2024, with a view to submission of draft amendments to Il 9 for finalization
prior to potential direct submission in consolidated form to A 33 for adoption.

DEVELOPMENT OF GUIDANCE ON ASSESSMENTS AND APPLICATIONS OF REMOTE
SURVEYS, ISM CODE AUDITS AND ISPS CODE VERIFICATIONS

The Sub-Committee considered the proposals on this agenda item by correspondence, prior
to the virtual meeting and established the Working Group on the Survey Guidelines under the
HSSC, the Non-exhaustive List of Obligations, and the Guidance on Remote Surveys, Audits
and Verifications.

The Sub-Committee, having recognized the importance of principles, terminology, scope of
application in normal and extraordinary (force majeure) circumstances, eligibility, conditions
for equivalency and common areas related to the remote surveys, ISM audits and ISPS
verifications as well as the urgency of the development of amendments to the Survey
Guidelines under the HSSC.

The Sub-Committee also agreed that the guidance on assessments and applications of remote
surveys, ISM Code audits and ISPS Code verifications (part 3) should be structured as one
document containing principles and common areas (part 3-0) and three sets of guidance:
Guidance on assessments and applications of remote surveys (part 3-1); Guidance on
assessments and applications of remote ISM Code audits (part 3-2); and Guidance on
assessments and applications of remote ISPS Code verifications (part 3-3).

FOLLOW-UP WORK EMANATING FROM THE ACTION PLAN TO ADDRESS MARINE
PLASTIC LITTER FROM SHIPS

The Sub-Committee instructed the Correspondence Group on Measures to Harmonize Port
State Control (PSC) Activities and Procedures Worldwide to work intersessionally to prepare a
draft MEPC circular to remind Member States to enforce MARPOL Annex V on fishing vessels
through PSC measures and to encourage PSC regimes to develop PSC procedures that include
fishing vessels. The Correspondence Group is also tasked with considering proposals for
enhancing the enforcement of MARPOL Annex V, including, where possible, through a risk-
based approach, and to consider if it is appropriate to prepare draft amendments to the
Procedures for PSC.
